Home Repair Tip of the month 

Painting 

 Always thoroughly clean the surface to 
be painted. Dirt, grease or loose paint 
will stop your paint from adhering 
properly. Use a wire brush, sanding 

block or power sander to remove 
loose paint and grime before applying 
any primer or paint. 
 
Take time to fill in all joints, cracks and 
seams in the surface before painting. 

This is easy and quick with a caulking 

gun or wood putty and a putty knife. 
Don′t start priming or painting until the 
caulk or putty is completely dry.
